Math: We are well way into Unit 5, Math Investigations. In this unit we are learning to do word problems and solve multiplication and division problems. Students are exploring repeated addition and they are learning to “see” and determine importance of patterns and relationships. Reading- Students are learning how to read timelines and learning about cause and effect. Students continue to self-select books and are working in centers, while I work with students in guided reading groups. To support students’ learning at home here are some fun activities you can do together: 





Make a timeline together of your child’s life. 


Make a timeline together of your child’s day.





Writing- Students have been exploring persuasive elements; specifically, they have been brainstorming things that they want. Then they work together to think of reasons why the adult would say no. Finally they work together to counter-argue the “no’s” with clever plans. Students also are working to understand similes.  





We have been working on our listening, speaking, and viewing skills.  I encourage you to go over the- I CAN checklist with your child. After the conversation ask your child what their goal is.
