Dear Parents/Guardians, 





Your children have been very busy this week!  While your child continues to check out books and record them in their reading log for reading workshop, I am now working with students to understand what character traits are. Children know how to identify the character in the story. They are now learning how to get to know them by thinking how the character is acting in different situations. Students are finding what the character said, did and thought to create theories about a character based on character traits. During this time they are learning to use text evidence to support their theory about a character. To help students work into this rigorous thinking about a character, we are studying the picture clues and then working our way through the text. In the mornings, when we’ve worked through this concept with the fables that we’ve been reading there has been some wonderful, heated discussion where your children cite evidence from the text to support their thinking. In this way, your children are learning that authors make good word choices that make their message clear and enjoyable to read and connect to. As we practice the strategy of drawing conclusions based on clues, students are stopping to have discussions with their tables about their thinking. 


 


You can help your child become stronger in identifying character traits. How? Tonight when you read a book with your child, find a picture of the character and then work together to determine just from the picture clues what the character trait might be? Is the character bossy? Nice? Persistent? Timid?
