RAFTing Task Card
Get ready to go to court! Goldilocks in the slammer?!! Is Goldilocks guilty as charged or simply curious and innocent of any wrongdoing? You will work on one of the following teams as you prepare for a mock trial: Prosecution Team or Defense Team. Why is Goldilocks on trial? The Prosecution Team will try to prove that she broke into and entered someone's home without permission, that she stole the Three Bears' food and damaged or vandalized their property. The Defense Team will have to defend those charges. Be sure to read or be familiar with the story of “Goldilocks and the Three Bears.”   

1. Utilizing Gale Group and World Book Online, define and discuss the roles and terminology within the glossary of legal terms worksheet pertaining to the judiciary system. After that, teams will have a clearer understanding of each role within the courtroom. 
2. For which team are you writing? The Defense?  The Prosecution? Identify the roles for your team and complete a simple Team RAFT Chart for each role. Your team should brainstorm format ideas and topics for each role.  (An example is given below using the story of “The Three Little Pigs.”)

3. Choose one role from the simple Team RAFT Chart created.  Analyze information and dialogue from the story “Goldilocks and the Three Bears” pertaining to your character. 
4. Utilize the RAFT Paper blank form and apply reasoning skills to develop an organized paragraph creating the format of your choice (i.e. testimony, opening/closing statement, news report, weblog, etc.) relevant to your role. 
5. All of the paragraphs that are written will be presented to the class.  Your opinions and evidence presented in the RAF T Paper must be justified by your by your role. Utilize the assessment rubric as a checklist/guide for writing and peer review.
