Small group discuss answer, make decision, stand when ready to share

	Clock Buddies
Each student has a clock face, at each hour write a student’s name so there are 12 different clock buddies for each student.

 Ex: students meet with their “3 o’clock buddy” and quiz/share/discuss.

	Conga Line
Line up share/quiz/discuss, music plays, rotate
	Inner-Outer Circle
Two circles face each other, share/quiz/discuss, music plays, rotate



	Musical Partners
Students rotate around room while music plays, quiz/share/discuss.
Music Plays again.
Rotate and find another partner when the music stops.
	Flip/Flop
Partners back to back.
Teacher/Partner A says flip.
Partners flip to face each other and 
Quiz/share/discuss.
Teacher/Partner B says flop,
Partners back to back.

	Whisper Sticks

Everyone in a cooperative group gets two whisper sticks at the beginning of discussion

during time allotted for quiz/share/discussion. Each time a person speaks he/she must place sticks in their cup.

Out of sticks?  Can’t talk until all sticks are in cup. Then collect and begin again on next question.
	Find Someone Who

Students roam around finding people who can answer a question/complete a problem on their activity sheet.  Each person signs their name where they answer.
Share findings whole group and tell who answered the question.

	Think/Pair/Share
Write answer on your own.
Discuss with a partner add to ideas.
Discuss with small group and add to ideas.
Discuss whole group and add to ideas.
	Give Me a Clue
Put terms, concepts, etc. on back with large sticky note.
Students wander around the room collecting clues for what the term/concept is on their back.
